The tournament director will collect starting lineups 45 minutes before game time.
Teams will exchange lineups at this time.

Dressing facilities will NOT be available. Teams are to come dressed and ready to play.
Towels will NOT be provided.

Each team will be allowed 10 minutes of infield/outfield warm up, starting with the home
team.

The home team will be the team with the higher seed. In case of a tie, the home
team will be the KingCo team.

The home team will use the third base dugout.

Only uniformed players will be allowed on the team bench.

Game length / 10 run rule: All games are seven (7) innings and must be played to
completion, except if one team is ahead by ten (10) runs or more after the completion of
five (5) innings. In this case the game will be over. Any game ending in a tie after seven
(7) innings will continue until a winner is determined. In case of a game being called after
it has begun due to inclement weather, five (5) innings will constitute a regulation game.
If the game is suspended due to inclement weather prior to being a regulation game, the
game will resume from the point of suspension per WIAA State Tournament Guidelines.
Game balls will be provided by the tournament manager at each site.

The tournament committee will provide the official scorekeeper at each site.

The WIAA Baseball State Guidelines will be followed.
