Field Surface:
Stadium playing surface is artificial turf. No food or sun flower-seeds allowed on the turf, only water is permitted on the field.

Team Rosters:
Please have full page district roster up-dated on WPA. Rosters will be pulled straight from your WPA site.

Administrator Supervisor:
Each school should have an administrator or designee on site to supervise and assist with crowd control. Once on site, the supervisor should check in with the Site Playoff Manager or Main Ticket Gate.

Game Ball:
The Home Team should furnish three game balls (3).

Uniforms:
The Home Teams will wear dark-colored jerseys. The Visiting Teams will wear light-colored jerseys.

Shoes:
Most of the players wear the same cleats they would use on a natural grass field.



Pre-game Schedule:
Pre-game warm up will be a minimum of 20 minutes. During the warm up period, referees will inspect equipment and meet with team captains. With one minute remaining in the warm up period, (1:00 on the scoreboard) teams should line up in front of their respective benches.

Medical Services:
A certified athletic trainer should be on site responding to needs of athletes before, during and after the games.

Ticket Gates will open 1 hour before game time.
No league supervision passes will be accepted.

Spectators and Crowd Control:
Spectators will be expected to behave as per the WIAA "Just Play Fair" guidelines.

Overtime Rules: 

Two five-minute Golden Goal overtime period
○ A coin toss shall be held prior to the first overtime to determine possession
○ Both teams may take a five-minute break prior to the beginning of the first overt
○ At the end of the first overtime period, teams change ends of the fi
● If the game remains tied at the end of the second overtime, penalty kicks will decide the outcome.
● The head referee shall choose the goal at which all of the kicks from the penalty mark shall be taken.
● A coin toss shall be held prior to the penalty kicks, with the winner choosing between kicking first or second
● Each Coach will select five players to take the penalty kick
● Only players on the field of play at the end of the match are eligible to participate, including the goalkeeper
● Teams will alternate kickers.
● The defending team may exchange goalkeepers with an eligible player prior to each penalty kick.
● Following the five kicks, the team scoring on the greatest number of kicks shall be declared the winner
