W.I.A.A. Tournament Rules:

W.I.A.A. Tournament rules will apply. (i.e. Sportsmanship, signs/banners, noisemakers, confetti, admissions.)


Officials:

Two (2) umpires will be assigned for each game using the NWIAA Official Allotment Criteria/Formula for determining assignments.  The NWIAA Executive Secretary, Don Beazizo, will assign officials.

Game Balls:
Game balls will be NFHS/WIAA Official Baden and will be provided by the district tournament manager.  Each school must furnish their own warm-up balls.

Rain-out Procedure:

All games will be moved to May 11, 2026 for rain-outs. Site determination will be made and communicated to coaches at that time.  In the event the tournament cannot be played due to weather or other conditions, the NWIAA emergency conditions policy will be followed to determine state representation.  Seeding coming into the tournament will be used as criteria to determine
District 1 representation.


Coaches Meeting:


Coaches meeting will be at 10:00 in between fields at the Bender complex.

Parking:

Parking is somewhat limited at the fields.  We ask that your bus drivers drop off teams and park at West End near Church.

Locker Rooms:

All teams need to come dressed and ready to play.  No dressing facilities will be available.  

Rest rooms will be provided.


Game Length- 10 Run Rule: (per WIAA State guidelines)
All games are seven (7) innings and must be played to completion except if one team is ahead by ten (10) runs or more after the completion of five (5) innings. In this case the game will be over.  Any game ending in a tie after seven (7) innings will continue until a winner is determined, or until the end of the eighth (8th) inning.  If the game is a tie at the end of eight (8) innings, refer to the tiebreaker procedure below.

          Tiebreaker Procedure:

In case of a tie game at the end of eighth (8) innings the following NFHS tie-breaker procedure will be followed: “Beginning with the ninth (9th) inning, each half-inning begins by placing a runner on second base.  That runner is the player in the batting order who precedes the lead-off batter in that inning.  Then the game proceeds a full inning or until a winner is determined in that inning.

           Home Team – Visiting Team:

The team that is the higher seed will be the home team, and will occupy the 3rd base dugout in Game 1.
In game #2, NWC #3 will be home team but occupy the opposite dugout of the winner of Game #1.


Warm-ups/Pre-game

Infield/Outfield will be taken only before the first game your team plays.  The home team will take infield/outfield the first fifteen (15) minutes.  The visiting team will take infield/outfield the second fifteen (15) minutes.  Fielding practice is allowed behind base paths on the infield.  The Bender field complex will open no more than 60 minutes before the District tournament.  All other times the fields will be closed for tournament preparations.


Batting Practice:

The use of Whiffle balls/Lite Flite balls will be acceptable at the 1A District One Tournament.  Please do not hit balls against fencing.

           Protests:

All problems concerning rules interpretation must be resolved immediately.  The games committee will consist of the head umpire, plus Brenda Terpstra, and Mike McKee.
Players Bench:

Only uniformed players will be allowed on the team bench.  As per the state guidelines, a maximum of twenty (20) players and five (5) designated personnel (coaches, managers, scorekeeper, and trainer) will be admitted.

Scorekeepers:

The home team’s scorekeeper will keep the official book.  If a team does not have a scorekeeper, please contact the tournament director (Tom Harmon Tournament Director).
